  -The following is a Vancouver School Board staffing update, which I am pleased to share with you.: 

   -Close to 600 teachers have been hired since January 2017 

   -62 teachers and 32 SSA’s hired just last month 

   -August 2017 there were 280 vacancies, now there are 34 

   -Recruitment teams have been doing an amazing job!! One challenging area is retention of teachers. 
  As the data outlines, resignations have more than doubled since the restored language as many  
  teachers have left the District to work in other districts closer to home. We are currently analyzing  
  data of departing employees to help inform effective retention strategies.  

 

 Since 2000 Roots of Empathy has had a deep impact on the children of British Columbia.  To date this pro-
gram has reached 160 000 children province wide.  Vancouver School District has been a strong partner in 
this success since the very beginning and we are grateful for its continued support.  We are currently run-
ning 44 programs in 35 Elementary Schools within the Vancouver School District. 

As of 8:00 am this 
 morning it has eclipsed 10 million views!  We hope you enjoy it, and feel proud knowing this magic is       
 happening within our school and across our district.
